When the finished painting is viewed, a decision is made as to whether the piece has the unhinged,
non-definitive, and expansive quality I'm looking for. In these paintings I'm trying to freeze a world on the cusp
of being.”

Luke Gray attended Skowhegan in 1979 and received a B.A. in Fine Arts and Literature at the University of
Pennsylvania in 1982. Over the last twenty years, he has exhibited internationally in both group and one-
person shows. He has also received major mural commissions, including “TransMission 1998" at 1500
Broadway in Times Square, New York City, and "Universal Health” at The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation
in Princeton, New Jersey.
